of training ¥r. Magi has utilised during his Scholarshiy in Beirut be treated
#s Leave in Publio Interest Without Pay (Pensionable ). Consequently Mr.Nagi's
olaim to treat his Leave Without Pay as Fensionable is in order.

In view of the foregoing, it is Gonsidered essential to confirm that the
period of Leave Without Pay appearing in his SY 12 forms for the periocd
194941958 to 5.7.1961 be ocounted as pensionable for %he purpose of okloulating
hie end of service bonefits in socordance with paragraph 3(d) of Bstablishments
Cireular No.6 of 1963, an extraot of whioh is quoted below for your perusal :-

"If while on the course the officer is in paid employment, ho will, 4f the
emolusents from the employment exceed his salory and allowanoes, retain these
oarnings and be t in the lic int t without « If, on the
other hand, thoce emoluments are loss than bis salery end subsistence sllowanc
then he wiilibe paid his salary and allowance ae in (&) but the mett carnings
from bis employment will be yeid to Govermment and taken into revenue. In
cases where the officer iz grahted leave in the yublio intercet wiihout yay,
the Seoretary of State has in acoordance with Pensions Regulation 16, given -
2 general approval for such service to icount as pensionable. During sueh
leave without pay the officor muet be held in an established pest, even
though not paid from it. If necessary, a supernumary post may h:ove 1o be
oreated.". :

¥ill you please, thorefore, oause OLM London to be advised acooxdingly

and request them to reonloulate Mr. Nugi's rotiring benofite again so that

the abovensmed is mot deprived of his aotusl entitlements and beocme s vie-

tim of insafficient informstion erroneously provided in hie pensionspapers

PDRY Covernment or its successor in respect of arrears of pension or coasuted
gratuity. In addition, the loans will be abated by any payments made by the PDRY
Government or its successor whether of a recurrent or lump sum nature. You are
required to notify this office of any pension or lump sum payments made to you by
“he PDRY Government or its successor.

6. Payzent of loans will be made monthly by the Crown Agents for Oversea
Governrents and Administrations, 4 ¥illbank, London SWl. You will be informed
when payment is to be made. Payment to an Agent can also be arranged in certain
circumstances, subject to the completion of a properly constituted Power of
Attorney.

If, in due course,
it is sscertained that had your pension been paid by the Southern Yemen Government
you would have been liable to surtax on the whole or part of it, the amount of the
loans will be further reduced by amounts aquivalent to that surtax. These amounts
will be paid over to the Inland Revenue. The amount 80 received by the Inland
fovenue will be accepted by them as paid on account of the income tax and purtax
1iability, 4if any, which would arise if and when payment in respect of pensions

is resumed by the Southern Yemen Jovernment.

4 It will be necessary to secure to Her Majesty's Government repayment of the sums
loaned by them in the event of the Southern Yemen Government later making payment
in respect of any arrears of pension for which they are responsidle.
